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A Spoon River College Associate Degree is highly recommended for transfer to Robert Morris College 
with junior standing.

Transfer from Associate Degree to Bachelor in Business Administration, Bachelor of 
Applied Science in Graphic Design or Bachelor of Applied Science in Computer Studies   
 
Students who hold an Associate Degree (AS, AA or AAS) from a regionally accredited institution are 
eligible for acceptance into a bachelor’s degree at Robert Morris College.  
 
Because of the foundation and advanced training involved in each degree, each student’s progress will be 
individualized based on his or her background at the associate degree level.  
 
In each degree, a minimum of 188 total hours must be earned and the equivalent of four full-time quarters 
of study must be completed at Robert Morris College.

- A student who has earned an associate degree from a regionally accredited institution will be 

awarded the BBA degree in no more than 96 quarter hours beyond the associate degree (6 
quarters, 4 classes per quarter).
